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Ahmed is from Turkey and he lives in Istanbul. Fitr Eid is an important religious holiday in his
country. He likes this day a lot. It’s on the first day of Shawwal. On Fitr Eid Muslims don’t fast.

They say their Eid prayers before noon. In all Muslim countries people hold the same ceremony.
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Reza: We plan to go to the lake. Do you want to come?
